Discussion: 
 

• Note  the importance of Jewish promises and covenants in a study of end-time 
prophecies, due to the intermingling of prophecies. 

• Discuss the primary OT prophetic topics: (in no particular order) 
o Redeemer 
o Land 
o Blessing 
o Descendents 

 
o King 
o Judgment 
o Protection 
o Restoration 
o Kingdom 

• Discuss limits of interpretation of Genesis 3:15 what possible meanings are 
here? 

• Discuss the prophetic knowledge of Job concerning the Redeemer – was this 
prophecy coming to Job at that moment or what he had been taught? 

• Note that the word “many” in KJV or “multitude” in NASB would infer 
several separate nations, but the Hebrew word dictates a great number of 
people in multiple nations, i.e. the Jews and the descendent nations from 
Ishmael & Esau would qualify, not necessitating that this prophecy be 
interpreted as spiritual descendents and therefore applying to all believers (an 
argument for the church replacing Israel). 
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
